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Providing innovative programs and new facilities for patients.

From seeing one’s first born to experiencing the death of a loved one, from
hearing the wonderful news that one has prayed for to the awful diagnosis
that one dreads—a hospital is a place of many emotions. It is also a place
where, thanks to the generosity of caring donors, new and better facilities
are being built, significant renovations undertaken and key programs
developed—all with the goal of enhancing patient care.

From the new Segal Cancer Centre, designed with large windows that create
a brighter environment for cancer patients, to more comfortable family
rooms on newly renovated patient floors—we endeavour to create an
atmosphere that is conducive to healing, employing physicians, nurses,
and staff who truly understand the meaning of “humanization of care”. 

This past year alone a number of significant projects have been completed
for the benefit of our patients: 

5th Floor Post-Partum Unit (1)–This renovation has resulted in a beauti-
ful, bright and airy new nursery, a more efficient nursing station, addition-
al private rooms, new furnishings and updated bathrooms and showers.

The Centre for Nuclear Imaging (2) is situated in a new underground
bunker next to the Division of Radiation Oncology and houses the JGH’s
PET/CT scan, four gamma cameras, and a DPX machine. 

The Stroke Unit Program (3) has raised funds to build a unit specifically 
dedicated to providing specialized multidisciplinary care to stroke patients as
well as acquire new equipment and support research in the area of stroke. 

The Initiative in Medical and Health Sciences Education provides funding
to create Phase I of the JGH Teaching Centre and three important education
programs in Surgery, Nursing and Medicine that will have far-reaching impli-
cations for patient care throughout the hospital.

The Patient Support Program, staffed by a clinical nurse specialist, 
provides the facilities, tools and information that families of patients 
hospitalized in the JGH’s Intensive Care Unit need to better understand and
cope with a loved one’s critical illness and advocate on their behalf.

The Emergency Department Communication Program (4) seeks to pro-
vide Emergency physicians with immediate access to “real time” data need-
ed to make well-informed decisions in critical situations when every second
counts, while at the same time creating a “paperless emergency room”. 

The Emergency Department Fast Track Program (5), which employs a
triage system that is more efficient and patient sensitive, has resulted in
significant improvements in quality of care, patient satisfaction, traffic flow
and length of stay for non-stretcher patients admitted to the Emergency.

The Nurse Call System for the Division of Palliative Care (6) is yet another
example of efforts to provide a more comforting environment for patients
receiving end-of-life care. It allows nurses to carry portable phones that
ring only when patients pre-assigned to them press a call button linked to
the nurse’s phone.

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Superior health care depends to a great extent on discoveries made in the
laboratory by researchers working with clinician-scientists using translational
research techniques to transform scientific breakthroughs in the lab into
new therapies for patients. It is only through extensive, painstaking
research that scientists will uncover the origins of disease and devise new
and more effective means of prevention and treatment. Only through 
scientific inquiry will we find answers to today’s most pressing medical
questions, extending the frontiers of medicine, offering new hope, and
opening the door to a brighter future for our health care system. 

Since scientific research is only partially funded by government agencies,
remaining monies for JGH scientists to continue their groundbreaking
efforts must come from the Foundation. Programs like the Research
Governors Society, whose members contributed $291,868 this year,
donations, and endowments that provide a stable source of funding, are
all crucial to maintaining our researchers, many of whom have achieved
national as well as international recognition for their contributions. 

Another initiative that contributes significantly to research excellence while
also enriching the JGH’s academic environment is the Distinguished
Scientist Award, which brings leading authorities to the JGH who have
made major contributions in their respective fields of expertise. Recipients
include: Dr. Moulay Alaoui-Jamali and Dr. Walter Gotlieb.

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The Technical Element

Although government funding covers daily operational costs, it does not
supply all of the latest, state-of-the-art equipment that is critical to providing
the very best in patient care. Not only does advanced technology enhance the
quality of our lives, but it also reduces costs and increases productivity in
the long run. For example, minimally invasive surgical techniques, such as
laparoscopic surgery, allow for superior treatment, limited or no hospital-
ization, reduced chance of infection, and shorter recovery periods.
Remaining at the forefront of medical technology is of the utmost priority
to the JGH and donations to the Foundation allow us to do just that.
Examples of donor dollars at work include: 

Earlier this year, the JGH became the first hospital in Canada to begin using
the new GE 3D Echocardiography System (1) that represents a tremendous
advance over current two-dimensional technology, particularly for the evalu-
ation of difficult cases of valve dysfunction and wall motion abnormalities. 

A Restitu Ultrasound System that provides safe and non-invasive image
guided prostate visualization and localization right before delivery of
radiation treatments, and is considered a valuable tool for breast, bladder,
liver, pancreas and neck cancers. 

The Biomedicus Console Heart and Lung Assistance Device that supports
patients during the first 72 hours following open-heart surgery, those

awaiting a heart transplant, and patients undergoing the “mini pump”
approach to open-heart surgery.

The first stage of a larger surgical robotics program, the AESOP Robot 
(2) is used to assist surgeons during laparoscopic surgery via voice-
activated commands, speeding up surgeries and reducing staff needed in
the operating room. 

A new Videobronchoscopy Suite for diagnostic and therapeutic procedures
to detect and treat malignant and benign lung diseases to include video
bronchoscopes used to see inside the airways and a special ultrasound
bronchoscope used to facilitate airway tissue biopsies and diagnose
lung cancer.

Holium Laser (3), the most powerful equipment of its kind currently
available, having a wide variety of applications for the removal of stones
and benign prostates and the treatment of prostate and bladder cancer
and urethral strictures. 

A new Hitachi Digitalized Electron Microscope (4) whose greatly improved
optics provide excellent digitized images that allow for superior sample
interpretation and the transfer of digitized images between pathologist and
treating physicians for further evaluation. 

Each year, monies raised by the Foundation are used to purchase technologically advanced medical devices and equipment
whose vital diagnostic, imaging and therapeutic capabilities are essential to detecting disease and to performing life-saving pro-
cedures. Given that physicians, thanks to major advances in technology, can now see and monitor certain conditions even more
clearly than ever before, and have the means to prescribe treatment plans that are often less invasive, more effective and better
tolerated—the JGH must be equipped with the very best that modern medicine has to offer.
