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PRIDE IN OUR 
ACCOMPLISHMENTS
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Donor support has resulted in many advances 
for patient care and the quality of medical ser-
vices. Among these are more comfortable beds 
that offer advanced ergonomic and mobility 
features and wireless nurse call systems that 
ensure patient privacy. Other achievements this 
year include:

A new state-of-the-art Cardiac Catheterization 
Lab 2 with biplane angiography capability that 
provides patients with yet another indispens-
able tool for the evaluation and treatment 
of coronary artery disease. This leading edge 
procedure is also essential to the evaluation 
of patients with congenital heart disease and 
pulmonary hypertension.

The Comprehensive Stroke Centre, which pro-
vides specialized multidisciplinary care for pa-
tients following an acute stroke and includes a 
critical care unit, step-down unit, therapy rooms, 
and a family room as well as the advanced tools 
needed to properly monitor patients in the 
critical 72-hour period following a stroke. Each 
year, some 300 patients are admitted to the JGH 
with a principal diagnosis of stroke. Scientific 
studies have indicated that the use of stroke 
units is of great benefit to patients. 

The Cardiovascular Prevention Centre (CVPC) 3, 
located in a brand new section of Pavilion H, 
is where a multidisciplinary team of physicians, 
nurse practitioners and dieticians work togeth-
er to offer a comprehensive range of services 
to diagnose, prevent and treat cardiovascu-
lar disease. Treating patients with high blood 
pressure, high cholesterol, obesity, metabolic 
syndrome and diabetes, the CVPC emphasizes 
preventative strategies that can be combined 
with established therapeutic protocols. 

Our new state-of-the-art 64-slice CT scanner 4, 
the latest in diagnostic imaging, was installed 
this spring. This non-invasive technology takes 
computed tomography to the next level - pro-
viding clearer more accurate images faster than 
ever before. With its variety of applications and 
exam rapidity, the new 64-slice CT scanner has 
served to dramatically reduce the waiting list 
for CT at the JGH. 

The brand new $5 million HIV/AIDS Bio-Con-
tainment Laboratory 1, a major step forward 
for HIV/AIDS research, where top scientists 
will grow the HIV/AIDS virus and test tissue 
samples to determine how patients respond to 
various types of medication. Rated a Level 3 fa-

cility by Health Canada for its stringent safety 
standards, the bio-containment lab is only one 
of two Quebec labs authorized to examine the 
genetic sequence of the HIV/AIDS virus to de-
termine whether it has mutated and become 
resistant to anti-viral drugs. 

Our new Digital Angiography System, which has 
a wide variety of applications, is an indispens-
able diagnostic and therapeutic tool that can 
be used to perform minimally invasive proced-
ures throughout the body, avoiding the need 
for more invasive and potentially dangerous 
surgeries. Applications include, but are not lim-
ited to, performing procedures in all vessels of 
the body (legs, kidneys, neck, head etc), open-
ing blocked arteries using stents and balloons, 
embolizing blood vessels that feed tumours, 
and inserting long term intravenous lines and 
perma-catheters. 

A complete redesign of the Health Sciences Li-
brary 5 to create more learning and teaching space. 
The library now offers a warmer, brighter environ-
ment for JGH staff and medical students that is 
more conducive to study and research as well as 
upgraded digital capacity, extra computer work-
stations, and new seminar and conference rooms.

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Looking to tomorrow  
and beyond
We approach the challenges of our health care 
system with confidence, and look forward to an 
exciting year ahead with the following in-
novations:

A 30,000 square-foot expansion of the Div-
ision of Radiation Oncology 2, which will 
substantially increase the division’s size and 
include new bunkers for linear accelerators, 
a curietherapy room, and additional examina-
tion rooms. Using a design that seeks to draw 
in as much natural light as possible to create a 
brighter environment for cancer patients, this 
construction will be funded in its entirety by 
the Quebec Government. 

The main Côte Sainte Catherine Road entrance 1,4 
will be completely rebuilt, offering a covered 
portico for easier 4-season access, special doors 
that inhibit infiltration of cold air, and direct ac-
cess to the new Division of Radiation Oncology 
and Pavilion G, making it easier for patients to 
reach their destinations in the hospital sooner. 

Addition of a second Cardiac Catheterization 
Lab to better serve patients and reduce waiting 
times – a necessity given the excess demands 
placed on our cardiac catheterization labora-
tory and the volume and complexity of cases, 

which continue to rise exponentially. Having 
access to this new lab will allow our physicians 
to perform even more lifesaving procedures, 
further revolutionizing cardiac care at the JGH. 

The new Cardiovascular Sciences Centre (CVSC), 
which will be staffed by leading clinician-scien-
tists from a number of related sub-specialties, 
will offer a comprehensive program for patients 
that emphasizes prevention, diagnosis and 
treatment while fostering innovative research 
and advanced training – the hallmarks of any 
great university teaching hospital. Cardiovascu-
lar disease, the principal cause of death and 
disability in Canada, is the JGH’s single largest 
admitting diagnosis. 

The Herzl Family Practice Centre 3 will begin a 
new era in Pavilion H, with greatly expanded 
beautiful facilities. Providing continuous, co-
ordinated and comprehensive primary care for 
patients from newborns to the aged, the Herzl 
Centre’s unique programs include the Teenage 
Health Unit, the Maternity Care and Women’s 
Health Service, the Pediatric Clinic, the Meth-
adone Clinic, the Goldfarb Breast-Feeding 
Clinic, the Homecare Program, the Supportive 
Palliative Care Program and the Patient Educa-
tion Program. 

An expanded modern facility for the new Geri-
atrics Centre, slated for the 3rd floor of Pavilion 
H, will include exam rooms, doctors’ offices and 
a waiting area. A recognized leader in clinical 
care, teaching, and research on aging, geriatrics 
division members are active in research at the 
JGH’s Bloomfield Centre for Research in Aging 
with the division’s Memory Clinic being respon-
sible for one Canada’s strongest research pro-
grams in Alzheimer disease. Recent statistics 
indicate that over 26 million people worldwide 
suffer from Alzheimer’s disease. 

The ongoing program to renovate patient floors 5 
will continue to improve patient care by pro-
viding more functional, more comfortable and 
more attractive facilities for patients and staff 
alike. Emphasis is on improved infection control 
and the installation of new ventilation/air con-
ditioning systems in areas where air condition-
ing is lacking. Our next project 6-North, is slated 
for completion in late October. 

Going forward with our plans to modernize and 
expand hospital clinical areas, the Division of 
Cardiology and the Division of Endocrinology 
and Metabolism will be enlarged, both receiv-
ing complete renovations to include new offices, 
exam rooms, tests rooms and waiting areas.

Divided into 11 different categories, these dedication boards include: Tribute (tribute funds that 
have reached a minimum of $2,500), Friends ($5,000 - $9,999), Associates ($10,000 - $49,999), 
Partners ($50,000 - $99,999), Supporters ($100,000 - $249,999) , Guardians ($250,000 - $499,999), 
Trustees ($500,000 - $999,999), Patrons ($1,000,000+), Principal Benefactors (cumulative gifts of 
$1,000,000+), Distinguished Scientists ($1,500,000) and Legacy Circle (planned gifts not yet realized).

On August 25-27, 2006, the second annual 
“Weekend to End Breast Cancer” (WEBC) 
brought together thousands of enthusiastic 
walkers from all over Montreal and beyond. 
Raising over $7.9 million for breast cancer re-
search, treatment and prevention at the JGH’s 
Segal Cancer Centre, the two-year total for this 
remarkable event now stands at $17.3 million.

Monies raised this year have been used to fund:

Dr. Marc Tischkowitz, a medical oncologist •	
and cancer geneticist PhD. The recipient of 
the WEBC Distinguished Scientist Award, Dr. 
Tischkowitz continues his research on her-
editary and genetic components of breast 
cancer, having been one of the leaders of the 
international team doing research on the 
breast cancer susceptibility gene PALB2, 
which characterized two mutations (in Mont-
real families) in this gene as being associated 
with a particular breast cancer signature. It is 

hoped that this discovery will lead to new 
means of identifying women who carry these 
mutations and novel drugs to target com-
ponents of this new breast cancer signature. 
This research is being done in conjunction 
with studies at Harvard’s Dana Farber Can-
cer Institute, the Institute of Cancer Research 
(London, UK) and The Netherlands Cancer 
Institute (Amsterdam, NL).

The first hospital based research-based pro-•	
gram in lymphedema care in Quebec is now  
at the Jewish General Hospital.

Creation of a research grant program to •	
support promising young research scientists 
working on breast cancer.

A research program focusing on survivor-•	
ship and wellness in women recovering 
from breast cancer has been initiated. 

Recent innovations in radiation therapy that •	
better target tumours, reduce side effects, 
and decrease the duration of therapy. 

The Weekend to End Breast Cancer Research •	
Fund that will support eight to 10 projects 
related to breast cancer biology, prevention, 
detection, psychosocial support, diagnosis 
and/or treatment.

An endowment that provides support for a •	
nurse pivot (navigational nurse) to manage 
breast cancer patients from their first arriv-
al and diagnosis through all stages of their 
treatment. This is both a critical and highly 
innovative component of “building the best 
breast cancer program”.

The WEBC continues to be the single largest fundraising event in Quebec history. We eagerly await the 3rd annual “Weekend to End Breast Cancer”, 
which will take place August 24-26, 2007.
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The Auxiliary is an integral part of the JGH 
team, working alongside hospital staff to pro-
mote the best healthcare possible for patients. 
Initiating programs, providing good public re-
lations and fundraising has always been the 
mandate of The Auxiliary.

Through our many undertakings such as book and collectible sales, on site vendors, kosher meals-
on-wheels, blood donor clinics, CPR courses, care and humour carts, the Hospital Opportunity 
Program for Students and the Dr. Clown Therapeutic Program – we help the JGH in countless ways. 
The Auxiliary also generates revenues from our Flower Shop, the Café de l’Atrium, Link Snack Bar, 
Brith Room, in-house catering, and initiatives with Maison de la Presse and Second Cup.

The year was one of major change and transi-
tion for Hope & Cope. We began the year by re-
flecting on our achievements as we celebrated 
our 25th anniversary, and ended it by looking 
towards the future, with the construction of the 
JGH Hope & Cope Wellness Centre – a first for 
Montreal, and in fact, for all of Quebec.
